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· Travel in groups and well lit areas
· Use the campus parking lots
· Use shuttles when possible& escorts when shuttles aren’t available
· Know your resources. La Salle has contracted Allied Barton Bicycle Patrols and a Philadelphia police officer to patrol the off campus areas
· Always keep keys in your possession 
· Double check that doors & windows are locked every time you leave your house. 
· Make sure your home entrance is well lit 
· Get to know your neighbors so they can keep an eye out on your property during breaks
· Always report any suspicious activity to La Salle safety & security or Philadelphia Police
· Consider investing in home security systems such as ADT
· Avoid being targeted as a student rental property by considering your front outside décor. 
· Avoid wearing flashy jewelry. 
· Don’t use headphones outside
· Avoid using your iphone in public



Emergency Notification System: Are YOU enrolled?
In the case of a campus emergency, La Salle University has designed a text message alert system to effectively contact the campus community. If you have not enrolled in the Emergency Notification System, log on to the portal today at my.lasalle.edu, look under the Personal Information tab on the lower right side homepage and click “Sign up for Emergency Alerts”.











A Message from FEMA 
As another school year begins, it is important to remember that disasters can strike anywhere, including college campuses and schools. It’s important to take the time to learn the local and regional hazards you may encounter. Have you considered that you might be affected by a hurricane or local flooding? As you pack for college and moving into your dorms and homes, don’t forget to create an emergency plan. 
Here are some simple and easy activities you can do to prepare:
0. Prepare a college emergency kit. Store it under your bed.
0. Learn about your campus’ emergency alert system
0. Sign-up for your college’s emergency alert system
0. Learn and practice your school dormitory’s evacuation plan. Or if you are living in a private residence, contact your local municipality and learn about the township’s emergency plans, including evacuation plans.
0. Create emergency contacts in your personal cell phone, so you can call and text your family and loved ones during a disaster and let them know you are okay.
All of these activities are very simple, but taking a little time to prepare can help save a life.
